Charges: 

The Conference of Radiat ion Control Program Directors (CRCPD) charges a Task 
Force to identi fy and assign the development of a comment document in response to 
the NRC rule proposals re lated to Execut ive Order 14300 . The Task Force wi l l d irect 
groups to gather informat ion and synthesize a response document as wel l as manage 
and track progress of assigned tasks. This working group wi l l be comprised of 
CRCPD members and resource representat ives from federal agencies wi th re levant 
expert ise. 
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Specif ic Charges: 

1. Careful ly review the NRC proposed rules re lated to Executive Order 14300 as 
they are made publ ic , assess potential impacts , and ident i fy exist ing CRCPD 
committees or task forces that wi l l develop comments. 

2.  Assign development of comments on proposed rulemaking to speci f ic 
Committees or Task Force Chairs. Set deadl ines for comment submitta l that 
provides suff ic ient t ime to review and combine with other work ing groups 
involved with the review. 

3.  Establ ish clear report ing mechanisms to monitor progress, evaluate 
ef fect iveness, and provide regular updates to the CRCPD Board on progress. 

4.  Consol idate comments received from Committees and Task Forces into a single 
document ensur ing a unif ied organizat ional response for the CRCPD Board’s 
approval .
